Second Update for BG 05/09/08:
I got a call from Dr. Sura at 6:00pm. She called to let me know that Baby Girl had come out of anesthesia very well. She was insisting that the staff carry her around!!! They do have her on valium so that she won’t get excited and start coughing. After hearing how well she was doing, I was second guessing myself that I did not bring BG home for the weekend. I asked Dr. Sura a couple of questions to get some clarification on the pneumonia and inflammation. They started BG on IV antibiotics today, but feel they can move her to oral tomorrow. Pneumonia is a general term that can describe a lot of things. Unless the culture comes back with something abnormal, it is probably a result of the CT. I am not explaining this very well from all the information that she gave me. But I asked her what she was most concerned with-the pneumonia, the inflammation, or the total collapse of BG’s trachea. Dr. Sura said that her primary concern was the CT. She said that if something changes, she will let me know.

Part of me wishes that I’d brought Baby Girl back home for the weekend, but my husband was insistent that having BG under medical supervision was the best thing. And I know that he’s right. Especially after finding out how severe her CT is, I think that I would have been more nervous with her here.

It has been so quiet without Baby Girl’s constant cough; you always knew exactly where she was. I miss her following me around and crawling into my lap for attention. Although she has only been with us for about 2 months, she has become an integral part of our family. The other pugs have been a little confused without BG here.

I am going to attach 2 links to sites that are about CT for those of you who are blessed enough to NOT know about CT. There are some static and some historical numbers, but we’ve been cautioned that there are no guarantees and that each dog reacts differently.
