Weekend Baby Girl Update 05/10/08:

Saturday: Libby called Saturday morning to say that Baby Girl was doing really well. They didn’t have to give her as much pain/cough medicine as I had to give her. Yea, that is excellent news.

Sunday: Libby called Sunday morning to tell me that she’s just gotten finished with checking on Baby Girl. BG is eating great and is very alert. Libby said that when she took her outside, that BG just pranced outside to go potty! I can just see that little fawn fur ball too!

Sunday evening: Dr. Sura called at about 4:00pm to let me know she’d finished her rounds and was really happy with how well Baby Girl was responding to the antibiotics and prednisone. She is not coughing as much, which is wonderful considering how bad her trachea really is. Dr. Sura said that Baby Girl had been mouthing off if someone walked past her and was not giving her attention! I love it! 
I asked about Monday-did she think that I’d get to bring BG home on Tuesday? I wasn’t sure what type of recovery would be involved since BG is not only receiving the stint, but is also having her palette shortened and her nostrils enlarged. Dr. Sura said that a lot of it will depend on how well BG wakes up from the anesthesia, but considering BG did so well on Friday, she did not anticipate a problem. Normally, they would put a cone on a dog’s neck so that they would not rub their face after the nostril surgery, but she’d rather not do that because of the CT. There are a lot of factors so we’ll just have to wait and see. I told her that I was sad that Baby Girl wasn’t at home with us this weekend, but considering everything I was glad that she could be there with them so they could also see first hand how much she coughs now vs. after the stint placement. And she agreed that is not always something that they get to observe. 
I am not sure when I will have an update from Monday and the surgery, but as soon as I know something, I’ll let everyone know. So I have a travel bag packed for when I do get to go pick up Baby Girl. I am not as anxious about tomorrow as I have been. After knowing how well she was taken care of this weekend, I KNOW she is in great hands!

Once again, and I will keep saying it, thank you so much to everyone for all of the support. And Baby Girl thanks you too!
